Poomse competitors must have white uniforms in good condition (black Vneck is allowed
for black belt competitors). Those also competing in sparring must have Chest Protector,
Head Gear, Shin /Instep guards, Forearm guards, Groin Protection (male), and mouth piece.

“Building on Basics” sparring seminars for white through green belt from 5:00-6:30, and blue
through black belt for all aged blue-black belts and all belt levels age 14+ from 6:30-8:00. These
seminars will include match fighting with officiating. Participants should

wear full uniform and bring all sparring gear. Cost: The seminar fee for tournament
participants is $20 and is $30 for those not participating in the tournament. Directions:
Take Interstate 90 to Missoula. From 190 take the Reserve Street Exit. Travel South on
Reserve to South Avenue. Turn Left on South. Travel East on South to Grant Street. Turn
Left on Grant Street. End at 2305 S Grant, Missoula Tackwondo Center.

Sparring Guidelines: Cur
rent USAT/WTEF/MTA rules will be adapted with no contact to the head for those under
green belt. There will be only light controlled head contact in divisions that allow it, and 2
points will be awarded. If excessive contact is made to the head the points will not be
awarded and a full point deduction will be given. Light head contact rules will be strictly
enforced for all divisions.
